The Chinese pair made 
all the tricks after ♦A lead but he was only 
in 4. the British pair bid this 
anti-percentage slam. We couldn’t see a 
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way to go down on this lay-out. And, still 
we don’t know how he went down. 
Anyway, it was 11 imps for China instead 
of a 10 imps loss. China won its match 
23:7. Was it enough? Not yet. USA 
scored another 25 to close the gap to 
21VPs.  
On the very last round, we saw USA and 
Poland B were facing each other. 
Although USA still had chance for the title, 
it was just a battle for 2nd place with USA 
required only 7 VPs. The match was very 
close from the beginning to the end. On 
the very last board there was only swing 
of this exciting but high standard match. 
After the first 7 boards, the score was 4:3 
in favor of USA. Then came the last 
board.

When the result came, it was 1NT +1 for 
NS. The Americans in the open room 
were more ambitious and reached this 
hopeless 3NT. E had 5 tricks on its own 
and was on lead. However, he could not 
believe that N had opened 1♦ on 3 small, 
even rebid it once! He led ♥6 to partner’s 
J and K, since the declarer still needed 
the ♣ tricks. So E was on lead again with 
♣A after ducking the first two rounds. 
Now he played ♦K and ♦Q. I think there 
was confusion in their carding. W 
followed with 4 and 7, intending 
encouraging, but interpreted as count 
showing. After all, N had opened 1♦ and 
rebid 2♦ on his 962!  After some 
consideration, he finally switched to the 
♥Q. declarer soon chose 9 tricks and 7 
imps gain. Thanks to this board, USA 
won by 8 imps or 18:12 VPs. So USA is 
1st -runner up, Poland B was worried 
because the two teams followed had 
approximately same marks. However, 
Norway and Sweden lost their matches, 
and Poland B managed to hold on its 
bronze metal position.
