The
former led by 5 IMPs at halftime, but Lavazza countered
strongly in the second half, scoring 50 IMPs. However, two
disasters at one table cost them dearly and Hansen held on
to win by 1 IMP.

Mixed Pairs
At the end of today we form 5 sections to play the semi

final A (130 pairs). The main stream exists of pairs from
the qualification. Added are pairs dropped out in the KO
teams and some pairs entitled to start in the semi finals.
We estimate that number to be a bit more than 20, which
leaves room for 105 to 110 pairs qualifying.



In round two of Sunday’s Mixed Swiss A, two interesting-
looking matches between some of Saturday’s group win-
ners were scheduled: Erichsen v. Bertheau and Hansen v.
Vriend. In the first match, it would be Norway v. Sweden
with a little help from the Dutch (Michielsen) whereas in
the other match, the Dutch team (Vriend) would have to
face Austrians, Bulgarians and even a Swedish lady. Here are
some hands from this round.

The Nordic match was decided on three consecutive
boards, halfway the round:

After a 2NT rebid, reaching game is easy enough and so
was the play. Kathrine Bertheau won the opening spade
lead with the ace, cashed the }A, then played a heart to
dummy’s king, followed by a club. When East’s }K popped

up, Kathrine had her game in top tricks, and she was re-
warded for her expert play when the ]Q dropped dou-
bleton. That was +630 and 11 IMPs.

In the other match, Maas-Vriend missed game on mainly
the same natural auction but Wernle-Smederevac had no
trouble in getting there with their Strong Club. Hansen +11
IMPs.

In 3NT, there are just eight tricks unless South elects to
lead her own suit (]Q) rather than partner’s. 

Tonje Brogeland started with the ]Q, taken by Marion
Michielsen with the ace. She immediately started on dia-
monds, playing the jack from hand. North won the {Q and
played the }K, ducked. Michielsen took the }Q with the
ace and played the {K, ducked. Declarer then entered
dummy with a spade to the queen and drove out the {A.
She finished with four spades, two diamonds, two hearts
and a club. Plus 600 to Bertheau.

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Making 4] undoubled is virtually impossible, as was
proved by Tor Helness. He won the }K lead and played off
two rounds of trumps first. After that, he could no longer
make the contract as South was in control. Bertheau had
another +100 and 12 IMPs.

Making 4] doubled, on the other hand, is easy, as was
shown by Huub Bertens in our other featured match. This
had been the bidding:

Bertens, too, won the }K lead but after one top trump,
he immediately led a spade to his queen. Next came a dia-
mond to the jack and ace. South, out of clubs, could not do
anything good so she returned a diamond to dummy. An-
other spade went to declarer’s jack and the {9 was run
when North did not cover (not that it mattered much at
this stage). Two more spades, on which the losing club dis-
appeared, survived to bring declarer’s tally to eight. A club
from dummy now restricted South to her two trump tricks
only. Very well played for a fully deserved +790.

At the other table, Rimstedt bid 3NT over 3] after the
same start of the auction. On a club lead, she had no chance
and eventually went down three for a loss of 14 IMPs. 

The very next board was a slam but would you really like
to be in it?

For North, even South’s 2{ was clearly forcing (as it would
for most of us) so slam was reached without any trouble. On
a spade lead and continuation, the only problem left for de-
clarer was to locate the {Q. The more obvious finesse
through East, which also works if the suit is 4-1, saved the day
for N/S. Bertheau +980 and +13 IMPs. Mind you, bidding
game would have brought them only 8 IMPs.
When the smoke cleared, Bertheau had blitzed Erichsen

all ends up and Hansen held a strong advantage over
Vriend, winning 20-10 VP.

On page 9 in yesterday’s Bulletin 3 it read that East bid 3[,
which was doubled by South and passed out. As is often the
case, real life was even more cruel. East had duly bid 4[, the
proper action, and South doubled this, of course. North’s pass
was immaculate but the defence was not…So it should have
read +590 to Akarana and 12 IMPs to them
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One of the matches in yesterday’s middle round was the
one between the Italian team Calandra and a Czech team,
named Praha. There were a few spectacular plays to enjoy
but first blood went to Prague when the Italians missed a
cold game, vulnerable:

Emanuela Calandra, Italy
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2NT showed a good club fit but this did not deter Dano
from having a go at the heart game, with his good suit. The
contract can be beaten on a diamond or a spade lead but
the }A would not do. Declarer now has the much-needed
quick entry back to his hand to complete the process of
drawing trumps. Alternatively, on a club continuation, the
danger of losing both a diamond ruff and a spade is gone —
and that’s the way play went at the table. Heart to the ace
and a diamond to the king and ace. Spade back to the
queen and king but that was the end of the defence. When
the ]Q appeared on time, Calandra could write down
+620 and chalk up 10 IMPs to level the match.
But not for long…

After the Strong Club and his own negative response,
Guido Ferraro was in a much more difficult position to de-
cide if he should go on or not. When he passed, his team
had lost 11 more IMPs.

The top award in a bidding contest will, of course, go to
those phenomenal pairs who can find a way to reach 7] on
this hand. The club ruff in East will be the 13th trick.

1NT was 12-14 and 2} showed majors. N/S accurately
found out about their combined heart stopper (showing
half a stopper each) but the play’s the thing.

Calandra led the ]10 and Ferraro contributed the eight.
Unsure about the heart position, North did not give up a
club to West, afraid of losing five more heart tricks next. In-
stead, he played }A and a club, West splitting his honours
and North winning the king. Four rounds of diamonds
were cashed and dummy exited with a heart, hoping to
catch East in a major suit endplay. When West produced
the ]K instead, he could cash his club winner and push a
spade through to set the contract. Well defended, Calandra
+100.

2} also showed majors and here too, N/S found a way to
show half a heart stopper each. East led the ]10 and, like
his Italian counterpart, West followed suit with the eight.
De Falco gave this a good look but then cashed his dia-
monds first before simply ducking a club to West. On play
with the }J, West could cash his ]K and push a spade
through but declarer had nine tricks: four diamonds, three
clubs and one in each major. This fine declarer play turned
out to be the matchwinner: Calandra +600 and 12 IMPs to
win the match 32-22 or 18-12 VP.
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For the fourth round I settled in to watch Alizee (Ger-
many/Austria) against Joel (US/Poland/Netherlands), two of
the group winners from day one, who only needed to coast
in with two draws to qualify.
In the Open Room Zmudzinski/Seamon-Molson would

take on Gromoeller/Shreckenberger, with Saurer/Fischer
against Verhees/Sokolow in the other room
After a quiet first deal, Alizee struck when Doris Fischer

was allowed to steal a partscore, while 1NT was being de-
feated 200 in the other room. Alizee led 8-0, but gave back
those IMPs with interest on the next deal.

While the Austrians played the hopeless 4[, down two on
diamond ruffs, Adam Zmudzinski doubled 1{ - an interest-
ing, and I would guess a minority, choice. When Janice Sea-
mon-Molson cuebid then introduced her clubs, he headed
for 3NT, and received the lead of {9.
Michael Gromoeller put up the {Q and Zmudzinski

ducked, won the next diamond, and went after spades.
With the honours split he could not be prevented any
more from taking nine tricks (since the defenders could
not establish either red-suit in time) for an 11- IMP pick-
up. Can you see the ways the defenders could have done
better? The first route was to shift to hearts at trick two;
North must duck and East wins and reverts to clubs, set-
ting up a fifth trick for the defence. But far easier was for
Gromoeller to duck the first diamond. Now when East
wins the first spade and continues the attack on diamonds
declarer is helpless.
Joel now led 11-8 but that was the end of the good news

for them in the match. On the next deal Seamon-Molson
did not balance over a weak no-trump and transfer into
hearts with:

Had she done so she might have made 2[ on anything but
perfect defence, or pushed her opponents to a hopeless
3]. They took the push to 3] in the other room so that
was 6 IMPs to Alizee. Then Louk Verhees/ Tobi Sokolow bid
to a virtually hopeless game (indeed, 2] might have been
set in the other room after less than optimal declarer play).
That was 6 more IMPs, and then to complete the pattern,
a third consecutive 6-IMP swing when Sokolow passed:

That let her opponents play 4{ while in the other room
Ulrike Schreckenberger opened 1] and heard her partner
jump to 4] — which would have been a touch-and-go con-
tract but it pushed Zmudzinski to 5{x down 100.

thing on that deal, she did exceptionally well here.

In abstract, 6] is just on the spade finesse, and maybe not
too many outrageous breaks in the majors. But after hear-
ing 1{-1[-3{ (weak) Schreckenberger doubled rather than
bid hearts. Over her partner’s jump to 4] she advanced
with 5{ -- which may be a little aggressive but is hardly un-
reasonable. Gromoeller’s singleton club was just what the
doctor ordered; he bid 6] now and wrapped up 12 tricks
on repeated club leads. That meant a lead of 39-11.
The bad news was by no means done; I thought Gro-

moeller did very well here.

It looks natural to act directly or in balancing seat as West
when South opens 1] in third seat and North raises to 2],
but Gromoeller knew he was having a good set and was
prepared to pay off to losing a partscore. He sold out to
2], and this was very much the right moment to stay silent;
he led spades against 2] and Schreckenberger won and
shifted to the }10, ducked all round. From there on in de-
clarer appears to be due only two spades, a club and two
trumps, and that was all she got. Since a sporting 3NT had
been reached in the other room, down 100, the lead was
up to 35.

5} is obviously an inferior contract compared to 5{; it
was easy enough to defeat the club game via the diamond
ruff, but equally, it looked easy enough to beat 5{ via the
club ruff. Not so fast! When Fischer opened her systemic
action with the South cards of 1{ she had managed to get
the long clubs on lead against 5{, and after the lead of a top
spade the defence was dead.

Would it have been a simple task to beat 5{ by North on
a club lead? Yes and no. At almost every table the defend-
ers were able to manoeuvre their ruff with great ease. But
if East leads a club might North not play this to be from a
singleton (what other reason could there be to lead it?)
and play three rounds of hearts, planning to pitch his spade
and cut the defenders’ communications. Now East has to
be awake enough to unblock two top hearts under the ace
and king to let his partner win the third heart, in order to
defeat this line of play. If any declarer went for the scissors
coup the bulletin will be waiting with bated breath for the
details — whether or not he succeeded. 
(Note that 4[ can be beaten on a heart ruff 4] on vari-

ous routes including a spade ruff.)
This all resulted in a 25-2 win for Alizee; but that is not

the end of the story. The two teams have drawn one an-
other in the round of 32. I will be there to follow the next
episode (or I would if I hadn’t been banned by Seamon-
Molson from watching!)
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GREAT LEAD

I was watching the scores for my team on the last
round of the Swiss A watching us slowly drift down
from tenth equal to 13th 15th and 22nd with a few
boards to go. I was a bit shocked to see that last fall so
I checked the score sheet and caught this result:

The way this happened was West led the [3 ducked by
declarer to East’s queen, a spade return to the ace and
a spade ruff and the }A. Although the lead does look
spectacular East had  doubled earlier in the auction to
show honour doubleton to pave the way for this fine
opening lead.

North, which
happened to be your reporter, kicked off with a low
spade and when I advanced my fourth spade I stu-
pidly remarked: “Everybody is squeezed.”  True and
not true. As it turned out to be, the only person who
was squeezed, was my poor partner Elisabeth — as
usual. 

At the table East, West and South got rid of a club.
Some tricks later, on the third round of hearts, Tor
caught me in a minor suit squeeze. I decided to sit on
my diamonds and Tor’s }5 was his ninth trick.

Question 1. Should South have discarded a diamond
rather then a club? Again declarer would prevail. South
had to reduce her club holding to two after three
rounds of diamonds and eventually North got squeezed
again in clubs and diamonds.          

Question 2. Should North-South cash one or two
spades and exit with an idle card? No. Sooner or
later declarer will play a spade himself to set up a
squeeze. 

Question 3. Should defence cash exactly three spades
and then exit with an idle card? No. A club towards the
}8 or ten would do the job; eventually the thirteenth
club is declarer’s ninth trick.

Question 4. Would a lead in another suit spoil declar-
er’s party? Not so. Again declarer will attack spades
himself, leaving defence without no chance. 

Needless to say that the board proved to be a push.
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SHALLOW FINESSE 
THE DAY DEEP FINESSE LOST ITS WAY

by David Stern

Some of you will have noticed my article yesterday in which I discussed the author and quality of Deep Finesse. In that
article I noted that I have rarely if ever seen Deep Finesse in error.
When I arrived at the Bulletin Office, I was greeted by Jean-Paul Meyer who questioned my assertions with the follow-

ing deal which apparently cost him a dinner when, like me he suggested that Deep Finesse being wrong was ‘pas possible’.

This screen shows the original deal. In each of the next six cards DF still maintains that the defence loses (letter L next
to each of West’s cards) and declarer will therefore succeed. 
You follow the ‘winning line’ of ruffing  diamond with the [8 in this position:

Then you arrive at this position where DF now tells you that every play by South loses.
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As you can see DF suggests with declarer already having taken five tricks (bottom right of screen) that five more tricks
are available. Note however that it also suggests that every card which South can play will lead to defeat. Nothing has
changed from what DF has told you to play to the previous trick where it suggested that you were about to succeed.
With the spade suit blocked and no entry to dummy to enjoy the established diamonds it  is clear that declarer will now

fail provided West covers the [J or [10.

Stern views
In Bulletin 1 David Stern presented statistics to show that 3NT is better than a major game if
opener has a strong NT hand with 4(333), and responder has (4)432, and probably also 4(333) -
even if he didn´t mention it.

If both have 4(432) the major game is superior.

Who are we to question statistics? It seems to me that David´s findings tell us that a responder
with 4(333) shouldn´t bother to use Stayman.

Would the fact that 1NT may contain a 5-card major make any difference to responder´s choice?
After all we might have a 5-4 fit — rarely but still...

A responder with 4(432) should ask for majors as opener is more likely to hold (4432) than (4333). But in my
opinion it is a waste of bidding space to use up a bid after finding a major fit to say I have support but perhaps
we should play 3NT if you have a 4(333) hand (The old fashioned English Stayman in Doubt or SID, using a 3D
continuation over a major-suit response to 2}. Not only do you need the few bids available below 3NT for other
purposes but 4(333) is much less frequent than 4(432) anyway. And unrevealing bidding will produce many extra
tricks against someone other than Deep Finesse.

If responder has a five-card major, transfers, and bids 3NT, the simulation said that opener should pass with 4333. But re-
sponder might have 52(42) and no interest in a minor game, perhaps even 5(431) sometimes. That makes the calculation
somewhat harder

Personally I find it more annoying if I am allowed to make a choice, and then I do the wrong thing, than if I just bid my
major-suit game, and it fails because of bad splits.

There is such an abundance of other annoying factors, that I´m happy if I can avoid just one.
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Here are a few decisive hands from two matches in the
final round of Sunday’s Swiss A. In both matches, neither
team could afford a big defeat, so there would be much at
stake for all four teams involved. The featured matches are
Erichsen (Norway) v. Gladiator (Germany) and Bridge
Akarana (New Zealand) v. Lavazza (Italy). 
In fact, Gladiator needed a win to proceed to the round

of 32. They made just the start they wanted as this was
board 12:
